The New Mexico Special
Orchestra has been invited to play
at the 2003 Special Olympic
World Games to be held in
Dublin, Ireland, June 21 to 29,

During an interview Thursday,
Director Gair Linhart said the
Orchestra decided to send him
and its founding member, Bryan
Castleberry, to represent the
group. Linhart and Castleberry
will be sharing their music and
techniques with an expected
7.000 special athletes, 50,000
spectators and 1,500 members of
the news media, he said.

In addition to performing at the
games, they will be taking
approximately 500 copies of the

Orchestra Method and Songbook,
which includes a play-along com-
pact disc featuring photos and
recordings of the New Mexico
Special Orchestra.

“Our main goal during the trip -
is to gpread the concept of the
special orchestra,” Linhart said.
